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Operating in Leeds for nearly five years, our person centred provision examines closely the impact of Autism Spectrum Condition’s (ASC’s) upon the individual and devises strategies with them, providing the opportunity to engage with employment, education or independent living. 
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What do we offer?
ASC Specific Learning Programme – A structured programme of creative, vocational and life skills courses tailored to the specific needs of the participants, centred around essential social skills training. 
Outreach Support - Our Outreach Service provides a bespoke package of support through the implementation of ASC specific strategies which 
enable adults with an ASC to function on a day to day basis both within the individual’s own environment and within the community.
Employment Programme – Includes a ‘Preparing for Work’ workshop which incorporates practical aspects such as how to write a CV or complete an application form but also has a strong social skills element which is essential for this client group. We address the specific areas of difficulty which prevent our client group from obtaining and maintaining employment. 
ASC Awareness Training – We offer individually tailored Autism Awareness Training to organisations, agencies and professionals working with individuals on the Autistic Spectrum, combining  theory with methods of best working practice based upon our thirteen years experience of working for and with adults with an ASC.

Our referral process
We have a formal referral process and all new referrals must complete a referral form, which should be completed by a health care professional such as, social worker, mental health worker or GP or where this is not possible we may on occasion consider self referrals. As a specialist service provider we can only accept referrals of adults aged 16+ with a diagnosis of an Autistic Spectrum Condition.
